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Summer approaches! We anticipate a
shiftin energy that takes place at Christ

Church. Parish life takes on a more

relaxed cadence. You’ll note schedule

changes throughout the Visitor. People

follow Jesus to the Cape, or down east to -
Maine, or to other cool and relaxing

places near the water or mountains that

Jesus likes to frequent. Just so you know:

he stays in Needham all summer, too!

The contents of this Visitor make clear

that there are plenty of opportunities to

love God and neighbor as Jesus teaches,

right here in Needham!

Liturgically, on June 3, we enter Ordinary
Time, the long stretch between Pentecost
Sunday (in the late spring) and the 1t
Sunday in Advent (in the late fall) where
the bulk of the Church year unfolds.
Technically, Ordinary Time is the churchy
phrase describing the numbering of the
Sundays after Pentecost (ordinal
numbers show order in a list, as in the 15,
2nd. 3rd etc. Sunday after Pentecost)

Aside from the Transfiguration (August 6)
this season lacks milestones in the life of
Jesus or the Church—no Incarnation or
Epiphany or Baptism or Crucifixion or
Resurrection or Ascension or Pentecost.
Just ordinary days, one after another.

This is, in fact, where we live most of our
Christian lives. It is a Green season—our
vestments and altar dressings are green--
symbolizing growth. Sometimes it’s lush
and effervescent; yet more often it is
simple, unremarkable. We are invited to
follow Jesus in the ordinary
circumstances of our everyday lives.

These circumstances in our Parish life
include the continued need for funds to
serve our mission to love God and
neighbor as Jesus teaches. June 30
marks the end of year one of the Vestry’s
two-year commitment to stretch to
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
